	Domain: Operations and Algebraic Thinking

    Cluster: Represent and solve problems involving multiplication and division
 
       Standard(s): 3.OA.4 Determine the unknown whole number in a multiplication or division equation relating               
                             three whole numbers. For example, determine the unknown number that makes the  
                             equation true in each of the equations: 8 x ? = 48, 5= ? ÷ 3, 6 x 6 = ?


	Purpose/Big Idea: Students will develop and promote multiplication and division fact family understanding and fluency.


	Materials:
· I have who has cards: use the following link to download the cards- http://mathwire.com/whohas/whmultiplication.pdf 


	Activity:
· Distribute one card to each student; distribute any extra cards to students.  As you distribute the cards, encourage your students to begin thinking about what the question for their card might be so that they are prepared to answer.
· Select one card to begin.  Play continues until the game comes back to the original card.  
· This could lead to a more in-depth discussion about fact strategies with the class. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]After the discussion students could then work on creating word problems that describe the problem on their card.


	Guiding Questions:
· What strategy can you use to help you solve the problem?
· Can you think of a fact you know to help you solve the one you don’t? 
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
