Kindergarten:  Unit K.CC.B.4-5, Count to tell the number of objects.

Lesson Seeds:  The lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/standard that can be used to build a lesson.  Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.

	Domain: Counting and Cardinality

    Cluster:  Count to tell the number of objects.

Standard: K.CC.B.5 Count to answer “how many?” questions about how many as 20 things arranged in a line, a rectangle array, or a circle, or as many as 10 things in a scattered configuration: given a number from 1-20, count out that many objects.



	Purpose/Big Idea: Count to answer “how many?” for up to 20 things in a line, a rectangular array, or a circle.


	Materials: 

· Bags of various quantities of counters

· Resource Sheet 8:  Single Ten Frame

· Resource Sheet 9:  Double Ten Frames

· Paper plates with dot stickers around border up to 20 

· Note cards with stickers placed in various arrays up to 20



	Activity: 

· Students can work alone or in pairs. 

· The materials can be placed at stations around the room. 

· One partner selects either the bag of counters, the paper plate with dots, or the card with stickers in arrays.

· Option 1:  

· If the first partner chooses the bag of counters, he lays them out in either a line, circle, or array, then counts them, and tells how many there are.

· His partner then organizes the same counters on ten frames in order to verify the quantity.

· Option 2:
· If the first partner chooses either the paper plate with dots or the card with stickers, she counts and tells how many there are.

· Her partner then counts to verify the quantity.

· When students agree they move to another station.



	Guiding Questions: 

· How did you count? 

· What is a different way to count this? 

· What did you do when you and your partner disagreed?

· How do you know your answer is correct? 

*When observing students, do they: count sequentially, tell “how many” are in a set,” demonstrate that the number of objects is the same regardless of their arrangement. 
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
