Kindergarten:  Unit K.CC.B.4-5, Count to tell the number of objects.

· Buttons, seeds, or dried pasta inside baggies 
· Resource Sheet 6:  Number Cards 0-10


	Activity:   

· Each student will be given 5 re-sealable bags filled with buttons, seeds, or pasta and number cards 0 to 10.  

· Student will count the items inside the bag and put the matching number card inside the bag. 

· Teacher moves around the room to assess students counting and matching the numbers cards.
