Lesson Seed: Greater Than/Less Than

	Domain:  Counting and Cardinality 
    Cluster:  Compare Numbers
       Standard(s): K.CC.C.7 Compare two numbers between 1 and 10 presented as written numerals


	Purpose/Big Idea:  Compare two numbers using greater than or less than.  (Symbolic representation activity)


	Materials:  
· Number cards 0 – 10  (Two sets for each pair of students)   
· Resource Sheet 1: Greater / Less Than Game               


	Activity:
1. Work with a partner. Deal the same number of number cards to each player. 
2. Each player turns over one number card. 
3. The player with the larger number takes both cards and completes the math talk sentence.

3. How do you know?
4. Does it make sense?

1. Are the students using the correct math talk sentences?
2. Can the students easily switch from greater than to less than?
3. Are the students able to understand equal as “the same as”?
4. Can students justify their answers?
