	Domain:  Counting and Cardinality 
    Cluster:  Compare Numbers
       Standard(s): K.CC.C.7  Compare two numbers between 1 and 10 presented as written numerals


	Purpose/Big Idea:  Compare two numbers using greater than or less than on a number line


	Materials:  
· Floor number path
· two different color beanbags

1. Teacher prepares a number path on the floor.  (See picture)
2. Students will divide into two teams.
3. Each team will have a different color beanbag.
4. The first student on each team will have a turn tossing the beanbag onto the number path.
5. Each student will compare where his or her beanbag landed to that of his or her opponent.
6. Both students will complete the math talk sentence.  For example:  8 is greater than 5 or 5 is less than 8
7. Play continues until all students have had a turn.



    

	Guiding Questions:
        For the students:
1. How do you know that your number is greater than or less than that of your opponent?
2. How many more do you need to make the other team’s number?
3. How do you know?
4. Does it make sense?

1. Are the students using the correct math talk sentence?
2. Can the students easily switch from greater than to less than?
3. Are the students able to understand equal as “the same as”?
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
