

Prekindergarten:  Unit PK.CC.B.4-6 Count to tell the number of objects

Lesson Seeds:  The lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/standard that can be used to build a lesson.  Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.
	Domain: Counting and Cardinality
    Cluster: Count to tell the number of objects.
        Standard: PK.CC.B.4a:  When counting objects, say the number names in the standard order, pairing each object with one and             
                                                only one number name.


	Purpose/Big Idea:
· Relating ordering numbers to counting by recognizing that each number word said is associated with a specific object/quantity when the objects are lined up and counted in order starting with 1
· It is easier to count “How many” when objects are organized in rows. 


	Materials:
· Resource Sheet 8:  Putting Objects in a Row Work Mat, (one per student) or an equivalent organizational method that includes a space for the counters and line on which to organize the counters, such as a ruler, a sentence strip, etc.
· Bear counters or a similar manipulative

	Activity:
Setting:  Whole or small group

Notes:
· Begin with 3 counters, increase to 4 and then 5 counters.
· Some children may need to be taught how to touch an individual object as they say a number before they can successfully complete this lesson.

Activity:
· Place, or have students place, 3 counters in each oval (or equivalent area).
· Ask the students to count their counters. (Look to see if students are able to successfully count the counters either by subitizing or by touching each counter.)
· Ask the students to place the counters on the line in a row. (Teacher may or may not need to guide students.)
· Ask/guide the students to count counters by touching each counter as a number word is said. Guide, as necessary, so that the correct number word is said as each counter is touched.
· Repeat the activity several times to allow students to practice using one-to-one correspondence while counting.

	Guiding Questions:
· How many counters do you have?
· How do you know how many counters you have?  Are you sure?
· Why are you sure?
· How many objects have you touched?
· How do you know how many objects you touched?
· Is it okay to say two number names when you touch a counter?
· Was it easy to count the objects in the circle?
· Was it easy to count the objects in a row on the line?
· Was it easier to count the objects when they were in the circle or lined up in the row?
