	Materials: 
Use in a small group of 3 or 4 students
· Counting apples, bears, cubes, and/or any type of manipulative that the students can use to make a set of objects.

· Drawing Paper
· Writing utensils (pencils, crayons, markers etc…)

	Activity:
· Distribute the manipulatives and the counting mat to the students. 
· Say, “Show me how many apples we need to make a group of ____.” The teacher will ask the students to place a specific amount of objects on the counting mat to represent a specific number.
· The students will make sets of objects to represent quantities 0 -5, then to 10. 
· As the students complete the task at hand ask them to touch and then draw the objects on the drawing paper in order to represent the quantities in a picture.

· How do you know that your answer is right? 
· How many apples did you draw in your picture? 
· Count them again to make sure. 
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
