

Prekindergarten:  Unit PK.CC.B.4-6 Count to tell the number of objects

MSDE Mathematics Lesson Seed Organizer for Prekindergarten: Matching Numeral to a Set
Lesson Seeds:  The lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/standard that can be used to build a lesson.  Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.
	Domain: Counting and Cardinality
    Cluster: Count to tell the number of objects.
        Standard: PK.CC.B.5 Represent a number (0-5, then to 10) by producing a set of objects with concrete materials, pictures and/or 
        numerals (with 0 representing a count of no objects)


	Purpose/Big Idea: Matching a numeral (0-5, then to 10) with a set of objects


	Materials:
· Resource Sheet 11: Numeral cards (0-10)
· Counters (bears, cubes, etc)
· Paper plates (or other flat container/space/placemat)


	Activity:
Setting: small group (3-5 students)

Notes: 
· Review numeral cards (0-5 then to 10) orally with students.
· Use “numeral” and “number” interchangeably as you refer to the cards so students gain familiarity with both terms.
· When using the numeral card 0, talk about zero in different ways (Example: This is the numeral/number zero. There are no counters on this plate. This plate has none. This plate has zero counters, etc.)

Activity:
· Set out the numeral cards (0-5) in order in front of students.
· Review the numerals aloud in order, then rearrange numeral cards and read again.
· Place the cards in order again (0-5).
· Model counting aloud as you create a set (1-5) on the plate.
· Say: “Let’s count together to see how many counters are on this plate.” Count aloud, modeling pointing to each object as the number is said.
· Ask: “Which numeral matches this set? Can we find the number card that tells how many are on the plate?” The student can place the numeral card next to or on the plate.
· Model counting aloud as you build another set on a different plate. 
· Say: “Let’s count together to see how many counters are on this plate.” Count aloud, modeling pointing to each object as the number is said.
· Ask: “Which numeral matches this set? Can we find the number card that tells how many are on the plate?” The student can place the numeral card next to or on the plate.
· Continue with modeling as needed. 
· Say: “Now it is your turn. Can you put 3 counters on this plate?” Student places 3 counters.
· Ask: “Who can find the numeral that matches this plate? Can we find the number card that tells how many are on this plate?” 
· Continue creating and matching numeral cards to sets.

Have children explore different amounts:
· For children who struggled, go down to 0-3.
· For children who are able to create a set through 5, you may want to continue with sets up to 10. You may want to try 6, then 7, etc to ensure the child has grasped the concept.

· This game can be used for set matching, or numeral/set matching, or numeral/numeral matching. 
· The game uses numbers and sets from 1-5
