	Purpose/Big Idea:  To give students multiple opportunities to construct the concept of place value through exploration and discussion, rather than having the concept of place value shown to or told to them.


	Materials:  
· Finger paint or washable ink pads
· Construction paper
· Crayons


	Description of how to use the activity:  
1. Students make hand prints or finger prints to reinforce sets of five and ten.
2. Finger prints can be used to create seasonal sets of ten. 
3. After the pictures have dried, students search and identify sets of ten within the picture.

	Guiding Questions:  
· “Can you circle the set of ten you made?”
· “Show me where you made a group/set of ten?”
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
