	Domain: Numbers and Operations in Base Ten  

    Cluster Statement: Work with numbers 0-10 to gain foundations for place value.  
 
        Standard: PK.NBT.1 Investigate the relationship between ten ones and ten   


	Purpose/Big Idea:  To give students multiple opportunities to construct the concept of place value through exploration and discussion, rather than having the concept of place value shown to or told to them. 


	Materials:  
· Digital camera
· Paper


	Activity:  
· Take digital pictures of sets of ten found in the environment: 10 fall leaves, 10 acorns, 10 rocks, 10 sticks, 10 students sitting at a table in the cafeteria (5 on each side), 10 books in the library, 10 students in line, 10 students sitting on steps, 10 cars in the parking lot, 10 shoes or boots, 10 mittens, 10 candy or snack wrappers, etc. 
· The power of this activity is the discussion that takes place as the students identify sets/groups of ten and the combinations of ten. 
· Display on bulletin board and/or create a class book. 
· Students can bring a collection of 10 objects to school. The collections can be photographed. Students can dictate a sentence about their set and write the numeral 10 in the sentence.

· “Where do you see a set of 10?”
· “How did you make your group of 10?”
· “How many do you have?”
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
