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Answering text-dependent questions using evidence (quotes)

Question: What does Kim think about when she stands in front of the altar?
Answer: When Kim stands in front of the altar and looks at her father’s photograph, she hopes that “…perhaps his eyes might move. Might notice [her]” (Fleischman 1). This quote shows that Kim misses her father and wishes he would look at her and get to know her.	Comment by Reber, Olga: Quotation marks are used in the beginning and at the end of the quote	Comment by Reber, Olga: Period is only at the end of the sentence, do not put a period at the end of the quote.
To answer this question, we used a CEC method
CONTEXT (who, where, when, why) – use character’s name and say what is happening in the story right before the quote 
Example: When Kim stands in front of the altar and looks at her father’s photograph, she hopes that…

EVIDENCE – the quote that helps you answer the question. Remember to use “ ” (quotation marks) followed by author’s last name and page number where you found the quote (Fleischman 1).
Example: “…perhaps his eyes might move. Might notice [her]” (Fleischman 1)	Comment by Reber, Olga: Use an ellipsis … when you are taking only part of the original sentence for your quote	Comment by Reber, Olga: Use brackets [ ] when you are adding your own words into the quote	Comment by Reber, Olga: Author’s last name with NO comma after it	Comment by Reber, Olga: Page number

CONNECTION – explain what this quote tells you and how it helps you answer the question.
Example: This quote shows that Kim misses her father and wishes he would look at her and get to know her.

Now it is your turn to answer a text-dependent question using CEC.
Question:
Does Kim live in a poor or rich neighborhood? Use text evidence (a quote) as your support.
Hint: it helps to start with finding the evidence (quote) first.

CONTEXT:	Comment by Reber, Olga: Who, where ,when, what, why 


EVIDENCE: 	Comment by Reber, Olga: Find a quote in the text that will help you answer this question. Remember to use “quotation marks” (author’s last name page number).


CONNECTION:	Comment by Reber, Olga: This quote shows that…
