Argument  Framework
1. Introduction or opening argument

· Introduces the argument and the question or problem to be solved 
that the argument sets out to address

2. Claim 
· A conclusion that answer the question or a solution to the problem
3.  Evidence

· Scientific data that supports the claim

· Data is sufficient and appropriate

4. Reasoning

· A justification that shows how the data supports the claim.

· The underlying assumption that connects the data to the claim.
5. Counterclaims

· Identify/consider alternative or opposing claims

· Critically evaluate the evidence offered to support these claims and the 
Reasoning provided. 
6. Rebuttal

· Evidence that negates or disagrees with the counterclaim

7. Conclusion
· Summary of argument presented
