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       Standard(s):  1.MD.C.4 Organize, represent, and interpret data with up to three categories; ask and answer questions about the total number of data points, how many in each category, and how many more or less are in one category than in another. 


	Purpose/Big Idea:  Students use information from eating one part of a gingerbread man to organize, represent, and interpret graphs of their first bites.


	Materials: 
· real Gingerbread Man or paper copy from Resource Sheet 1: Gingerbread Man 
· Copy of the story The Gingerbread Man
· Chart Paper to record data from students


	Activity:
1. Read the story, The Gingerbread Man.
2. Have student take one bite or tear one piece from a paper copy of the gingerbread man.
3. Record data to show which students bit the head, arm, or leg first.


	Guiding Questions:
1. What are some ways we can represent the data?
2. What does the data tell us about our class?
3. What part did most students eat first?
