

Grade 2: Unit 2.OA.A.1, Represent and Solve Problems Involving Addition and Subtraction

Lesson Seed: Path to Solution on the Hundred Chart (Lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/cluster/standard that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson Seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.)

	Domain:  Operations and Algebraic Thinking

    Cluster:  Represent and solve problems involving addition and subtraction.
 
       Standard(s):  2.OA.1 Use addition and subtraction within 100 to solve one- and two-step word problems involving situations of adding to, taking from, putting together, taking apart, and comparing, with unknowns in all positions, e.g., by using drawings, and equations with a symbol for the unknown number to represent the problem. 


	Purpose/Big Idea:

Teaching addition and subtraction strategies through word problems.


	Materials:
· Hundred Chart


	Activity:

Present a story problem and model how to use the hundred chart to solve the problem.

For example:  A story problem with the equation 27 +35 (See next page.)

Start at 27, then add 35:
35 = 30 +5,
so I will add 30 to 27 by skip counting down by tens (37, 47, 57).
Then I skip count over by 1’s three time (58, 59, 60) and move to 
the next row to skip count two more (61, 62).
So 27 + 35 = 62


	Guiding Questions:
What do you know about a hundred chart?
How would you represent 76?  (expanded notation)
What do you know about adding/subtracting using a hundred chart?
How does making 10 help you add and subtract on the hundred chart?
How does the hundred chart help you add and subtract?
