Kindergarten:  Unit K.CC.B.4-5, Count to tell the number of objects.

Lesson Seeds:  The lesson seeds have been written particularly for the unit, with specific standards in mind.  The suggested activities are not intended to be prescriptive, exhaustive, or sequential; they simply demonstrate how specific content can be used to help students learn the skills described in the standards. They are designed to generate evidence of student understanding and give teachers ideas for developing their own activities. 

Lesson Seeds:  The lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/standard that can be used to build a lesson.  Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.

	Domain:  Counting and Cardinality

    Cluster:  Count to tell the number of objects

Standard: K.CC.B.4a  When counting objects, say the number names in the standard order, pairing each object with one and only one number name and each number name with one and only one object.



	Purpose/Big Idea: Counting objects to demonstrate one-to-one correspondence.



	Materials: 
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Story Mat (illustration of a scene such as a park, farm, beach, etc.) and manipulatives (i.e.: teddy bears, pigs,  pompoms, etc. up to 20) for each student
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	Activity: 
· Direct the students to count and place a given number of manipulatives on their story mat.  For example:  “Place eight pigs inside the fence.”  

· Observe the students as they count the pigs.  

· Have students recount the set of pigs reminding them to touch pigs as they count.   

· Continue this process with other numbers up to 20.  

· As students become proficient with this activity, teacher may have students check each other’s story mat.



	Guiding Questions:  
· How do you know that shows eight?  

· What can you do to be sure you are correct?

· Can you show me one more?  Now how many do you have?

· Can you show me one less?  Now how many do you have?

· How many more do you need to place on your mat to make 5?  10?  15? 20?
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
