




Lesson Seed: K.OA.A.3 Decomposing Numbers to 10  
(The lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/standard that can be used to build a lesson.  Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.)
	Domain: Operations and Algebraic Thinking
    Cluster: Understand addition as putting together and adding to, and understand subtraction as taking apart and taking from.
Standard: K.OA.A.3 Decompose numbers less than or equal to 10 into pairs in more than one way.


	Purpose/Big Idea: Decompose numbers to 10


	Materials:  
· Ziploc baggies (one per student)
· Buttons or any other counter
· Resource Sheet 3:  Student Recording Sheet
· 

	Activity:  
· Draw a line down the middle of each Ziploc bag. 
· Distribute buttons or other counters and a Ziploc bag to each student
· Choose a number for the students.  
· Ask the students to count out that number of buttons and place in the Ziploc bag.  
· Ask students to close their bags.
· Once the bags are closed, students move the buttons on either side or to one side of the bag.  
· Students record the number sentence that matches what their buttons show.  Then they can rearrange the buttons to make new number sentences.

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	Guiding Questions for the students:
· Can you make ______ in a different way?
· How many different ways did you make the number _____?
· Did you find all the number sentences (equations) for this number?
· How do you know?

Guiding Questions for Teacher Observations:
· Do they use what they know about the number on one side to find out how many there are on the other side?
· When asked to change the buttons, how do they do this?  Do they start counting each side over again?  
· Do they count on or backward?
