Standard: K.OA.A.4 For any number from 1 to 9, find the number that makes 10 when added to the given number.


	Purpose/Big Idea: To identify the pairs of numbers which make ten.


	[image: ]Materials:  
· Connecting cubes





	Activity:   
· Students will work in pairs.  
· Each pair gets 10 connecting cubes.  
· Partner #1 connects the 10 cubes and then puts the stack behind his back.  
· He breaks the stack apart and shows his partner one of the stacks.  
· Partner #2 counts the cubes and tells how many are hiding behind the Partner #1’s back.  
· Partner #1 reveals the hidden cubes.  
· Partner #2 then gives the response “___ and ___ equals ten”.  
· Partners switch roles and repeat the activity.  
· The pairs continue taking turns hiding the cubes and telling the combination of ten.


	Guiding Questions for Students:
· How do you know your answer is correct?

Guiding Questions for Teacher Observations:
· Do the students instantly know the number of hidden cubes or do they have to count on to ten?
· When giving the response, do the students use what they know, or do they need to recount both stacks of cubes?
· Do the students self-correct if they give a wrong response?
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
