



Lesson Seed PK.OA.A.3: Fill the Dump Truck
(Lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/cluster/standard that can be used to build a lesson.
Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.)

	Math – Prekindergarten
Domain: Operations and Algebraic Thinking
       Cluster: Understand addition as putting together and adding to, and understand subtraction as taking apart and taking from.
          Standard(s):  PK.OA.A.1 Explore addition and subtraction with objects, fingers, mental images, drawings, sounds (e.g., claps), acting out situations, or verbal explanations (up to 5).
 PK.OA.A.3 For any given quantity from 0 to 5, use objects or drawings to find the quantity that must be added to make 5.


	Purpose/Big Idea:

 Composing and decomposing numbers to 5.
This is meant to be a small group activity.


	Materials:
· Excavators with scoop
· Dump Trucks
· Material to fill the scoops (sand, blocks, nuts and bolts, etc.)  Use any building material available, or go outside to use sand, mulch, retreaded tire material, etc. 
· Play area
· Dry erase board and dry erase marker (for teacher’s use)


	Activity:
· Ask students to work in pairs to use an excavator to fill the dump truck with sand or nuts, bolts, blocks, etc. 
· Ask students to place two scoops of sand in the dump truck.  
· Now ask students to add two more scoops to the dump truck and explain what he/she has done (e.g., “I had two scoops of sand and put 2 more scoops in the dump truck. Now I have 4 scoops of sand in my dump truck.”).
· Record number sentences on the dry erase board as students share them.
· Share students’ number sentences.

To further this concept, have students use the excavator to remove sand from the dump truck.



	Guiding Questions:
· How many scoops did you put into the dump truck?
· How many scoops do you have in the dump truck now?
· How many scoops did you remove from the dump truck?
· How many scoops are still in the dump truck?
· If you want to have five scoops in the truck, how many more scoops do you need to add? 

Teacher should change these numbers accordingly.
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
