

Prekindergarten:  Unit PK.CC.C.7, Compare Quantities

	Domain: Counting and Cardinality
    Cluster Compare Quantities
Standard: PK.CC.C.7 Explore relationships by comparing groups of objects up to 5 and then 10. Identify whether the number of objects in one group is greater than, less than, or equal to the number of objects in another group, e.g., by using matching and counting strategies (includes groups with up to 5 objects).


	Purpose/Big Idea: Making sets and using one-to-one correspondence.


	Materials:
· Use plastic fruit counters as a manipulative


	Setting: 
Small Group (3-5 students)


	Activity:
· The teacher will make a set of three using fruit counters. 
· Next, the teacher will give each student five fruit counter and ask the students to make a set of objects that matches the teacher-made set of objects. 
· The teacher will ask the students “How do you know that your set is the same as my set?”
· The students and teacher will repeat the process by making various sets using various quantities.  
· The students will also be prompted to compare their sets to other students in the groups.

Are these groups equal?
How do you know? 
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
