Lesson Seeds:  The lesson seeds are ideas for the domain/standard that can be used to build a lesson.  Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.
	Domain: Counting and Cardinality
    Cluster: Count to tell the number of objects.
        Standard: PK.CC.B.4c:  Recognize that each successive number name refers to a quantity that is one larger. 


	Purpose/Big Idea: Begin to recognize that each successive number name refers to a quantity that is one larger.


	Materials:
· Materials vary depending on activity


	Activity
Setting: Whole group or small group

Notes:
· This objective is not meant for comparing two sets, rather, students are starting to explore the concept that the number in the set increases by one as we count numbers in order.
· Teachers need to continually model thinking aloud, ex: “I noticed that each time the number gets bigger we have added one more.”

Activity:
Number line 
· Ask one student at a time to stand on a floor number line. 
· As each student is added, discuss how the set is getting larger by one.
· Continue adding children until there are ten students on the number line.

Stringing Beads
· Give each student a string with a knot at the end and a cup of large beads.
· Model how to say the number as each bead is added.
