	Purpose/Big Idea:

To give students multiple and varied opportunities to identify shapes in their environment, name their attributes, and sort them based on their attributes. 



	Materials:

· Shape highlighters or pointers made from pipe cleaners

· Digital camera


	Activity:

· Provide students with a pre-made shape pointer (square, circle, rectangle, triangle)

· Model finding a shape in the classroom and pointing to it. Model how to describe the attributes of the shape and naming it.

· Walk around the classroom with students, pointing to shapes using the various shape wands.

· Take pictures of the shapes as they are found.

· Continue the shape hunt in the hallways and other locations throughout the school, taking pictures of shapes students point to.

· Print and compile photographs into a class shape book.
