	Purpose/Big Idea:  Describing three-dimension objects using attributes and properties 


	Materials: 
· Variety of three-dimensional shapes (can be real world items i.e.- soup can) 
· chart paper
· markers
· paper bag (or something to place objects in)
· collection of large three-dimensional shapes for display 


	Activity: Guess the Shape

· Place objects inside bag.  Call on students to come up and describe the object without looking at it. 
· Allow the class to try to guess what shape it is. Remove shape and see if the students were correct.  
· Have students describe what they see. Record their observations.
